Proposed Permanent Traffic Regulation Order – Newgate Street, 
Newcastle upon Tyne

You may recall receiving information in July 2008 regarding works associated with the redevelopment of Eldon Square Shopping Centre.

Construction works are progressing on Newgate Street and the new shopping centre is due to open in February 2010.  To compliment this major redevelopment it is proposed to implement a number of Traffic Regulation Orders to enable the adjacent highway network to operate efficiently and effectively.

The effect of the proposed Traffic Regulation Orders will be:

1) No Car restriction on Newgate Street between Blackett Street junction and Eldon Square Service Road south – except for authorised permit holders only.
2) Bus/Taxi and Cycle only restriction on Newgate Street southbound from its junction with Eldon Square Service Road south to its junction with Clayton Street, except for authorised permit holders only.
3) Bus/Taxi and Cycle only restriction on Newgate Street northbound from its junction of Grainger Street to its junction with Gallowgate.  Please note that the current restriction on Newgate Street between Grainger Street and Clayton Street is No Cars and therefore needs to be changed to bus/taxi and cycle restriction to reflect the restriction further northbound.

4) Prohibition of Driving between Newgate Street and St Andrew’s Street.

5) Prescribed right turn from exit of Eldon Square Service Road south into Newgate Street.

6) A five car, 24 hour taxi rank on the west side of Newgate Street outside Sinners Public House/Walmsley’s Furniture shop.  (The existing loading bay will be relocated to Clayton Street, just south of the Newgate Street junction)

7) A two car, 24 hour taxi rank on the east side of Newgate Street just before the junction with Clayton Street.

8) A seven car, evening taxi feeder rank 9.00pm to 6.00am on the east side of Newgate Street opposite Newgate House.

9) Narrowed carriageway with priority traffic operation opposite the Gate.
10) A widened zebra crossing across the narrowed carriageway.
11) New zebra crossing across Newgate Street opposite St Andrew’s Street.
12) No loading at any time restriction on the turning area at St Andrew’s Street.

13) ANPR (Automatic number plate recognition) camera monitoring and enforcing traffic restrictions on Newgate Street.

These proposals are indicated on the attached plan and supersede the proposals set out in my letter dated 2 July 2008.

If you have any comments/observations, could you please let me have them by 10 February 2009.  Should I not hear from you by then I will assume you have no comments on the matter.
